I  received those knives some  days ago and I have to state that I am absolutely astonished by their quality, design and professional finishing. The "normal" Musashi by Mr. Takeshi Saji are one of my favourites (I have two - one for normal usage and the second one only as a part of the collection) but those "modified" are  the most special knives one can imagine. All the details - from the state of the art handle (what a beautiful piece of stag) made with the highest precision, the most perfect matching of all parts, traditional design and special, beautiful cut are what I call the highest experience and core of the Japanese knife making art. From the "working" point of view, its long handle enables you to use it as a kind of "machete" or when putting your finger on the "finger hole" combined with a  firm grip of stag, this knife can also be used for more precise and sophisticated tasks.

Its proportions, precise finishing, general quality, oversize measurements and tough character are features of what I call THE KNIFE.

My biggest respect for Master Takeshi Saji and his skills.
